Bear spray-related incidents are
rising rapidly in Hamilton:

» Bear spray occurrences have
steadily increased every year
from 2021-2025.

» A 115% increase from the
five-year low in 2021 to 2025.

» Incidents are most often
committed by strangers,
increasing the risk of
unpredictable harm and
escalation.

» The most common charge
involving bear spray is
Assault with a Weapon /
Cause Bodily Harm.

Parents & Caregivers

Bear spray can be easily ordered online
through retailers such as Amazon or
purchased at local hardware stores.

Parents & caregivers are encouraged to:
» Check online shopping accounts
» Talk to youth about the dangers
and legal consequences
» Know what items are being
purchased and brought into
the home
Early conversations can prevent
lifelong consequences.
